8. As a reminder, the Child Abuse Reporting Law states, ñAny attorney, physician, dentist, intern, resident, nurse, psychologist, social 

worker, child care giver, minister, law enforcement officer, public or private school employee or any other person having 

reasonable cause to suspect that a child is a neglected child or an abused child shall cause an oral report to be made immediately by 

telephone or otherwise and followed as soon thereafter as possible by a report in writing to the Department of Human Services.ò 

 

9. If you are interested in becoming approved to offer continuing education contact hours to child care providers, the document, ñHow 

to Become An Approved Staff Development Trainerò has been placed on the MSDH website under the ñChild Care Provider 

Trainingò section and then beneath ñRelated Resources.ò  For additional information, please contact Ms. Nancy Nunley, Region 1 

Trainer. 

 

10. An application fee of $100.00 must be paid when applying for a new license.  For regular annual license renewal, please send only 

the renewal fee that is based on the capacity of your center.
