ANNOUNCEMENTS 
 
 

1. The Child Care Licensure Division would like to bid farewell to Teresa Moore in District IV, Kristy Schoenecker in Central 

Office, Marilyn Massey-Smith in District VI, and Paige Ward in District VIII. 
 

2. The CC Regulations & Licensing training has been increased to six (6) contact hours and will include the most current 

amendments made to the Child Care Regulations.  The amendments became effective August 2013.  All Child Care 

Owners, Directors and Director Designeés are strongly encouraged to attend this training to remain abreast of these 

important updates. 
 

3. The Child Care Licensure Division would like to remind providers of the new Nutrition Standard Guidelines in Appendix C 

of the Regulations Governing Licensure of Child Care Facilities, which went into effect on May 16, 2013.  The new 

Nutritional Standards are available on the MSDH website at www.HealthyMS.com, along with a ‘Letter for Parents’ to help 

educate parents about these changes, 2 sets of menus (one is low cost), party suggestion ideas, snack box ideas for field 

trips and much more! 
 

4. Facilities can now purchase the online TummySafe© course for up to three (3) people for $25.

State University.  The certification test will cost $100.

5. Federal Regulations mandate that, effective December 28, 2012, Drop Side baby cribs can no longer be used in child care 

facilities. 
 

6. As a reminder, the Child Abuse Reporting Law states, “Any attorney, physician, dentist, intern, resident, nurse, 

psychologist, social worker, child care giver, minister, law enforcement officer, public or private school employee or any 

other person having reasonable cause to suspect that a child is a neglected child or an abused child shall cause an oral report 

to be made immediately by telephone or otherwise and followed as soon thereafter as possible by a report in writing to the 

Department of Human Services.” 
 

7. If you are interested in becoming approved to offer continuing education contact hours to child care providers, the 

document, “How to Become An Approved Staff Development Trainer” has been placed on the MSDH website under the 

“Child Care Provider Training” section and then beneath “Related Resources.”  For additional information, please contact 

Ms. Nancy Nunley, Region 1 Trainer at 662-842-3076.

For regular annual license renewal, please 

send only the renewal fee that is based on the capacity of your center.

Creating a Safe and Healthy Home Checklist 
Everyone should have a safe and healthy home environment. The checklist below is a tool for creating and 

maintaining a healthy home environment and shows some key action steps to take in each room of the home. 
 

Family Room 

□ Keep room clean from dust and floors vacuumed and clear of electrical cords and clutter 

□ Install smoke & carbon monoxide alarms with working batteries & do not smoke/allow smoking in the home 

□ Keep plug protectors inserted in unused electrical outlets 
 

Kitchen 

□ Check for water leaks under sink and keep appliance cords away from the sink and stove 

□ Keep pot handles on the stove turned inward facing the back burner  

□ Keep cleaning supplies stored separately from food and out of children’s reach 

□ Keep sharp objects out of reach of children or in a cabinet with a safety latch 

□ Use baits, gels, & traps to remove pests i.e. cockroaches, mice, & rats from a home instead of pesticides 
 

Adult Bedroom 

□ Keep medication stored in locked drawers or cabinets 

□ Install smoke and carbon monoxide detectors in the hallway outside the bedroom with working batteries 

□ Keep bed coverings and sheets washed on a regular basis in hot water 

□ Keep rooms free of chipped paint and dust 

□ Keep fire sources, such as portable heaters, away from the bed and other flammable materials 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Nursery/Child Bedroom 

□ Use a safety approved crib/mattress covered by a fitted sheet & kept free of toys, soft objects & loose bedding 

□ Place baby on his/her back to sleep 

□ Make sure the crib, playpen, or bed is not near the window 

□ Keep plug protectors inserted in unused electrical outlets and keep cords out of reach of children  

□ Keep room clean from dust and floors vacuumed and free of chipped paint and dust 
 

Bathroom 

□ Bathtubs and showers should have a non-skid bathmat on the tub/shower floor 

□ Use mats with non-slip rubber backs on bathroom floors and install grab bars next to the bathtub & shower 

□ Clean up moisture and mold safely 

□ Keep prescriptions and over-the-counter medications locked away from children and use childproof caps 

□ Keep small electrical appliances, such as hair dryers, curling irons, or shavers, away from water in sinks or tubs 

□ Supervise infants and children while bathing 
 

Utility and Laundry Areas 

□ Set hot water heater at 120°F to prevent burns & change furnace filter regularly 

□ Have gas appliances and furnaces checked yearly to make sure they do not release extra carbon monoxide 

□ Make sure the clothes dryer vents outside 

□ Test for radon, if there’s a high level, hire a specialist to eliminate the hazard 
 

Outer Part of House and Yard 

□ Fix holes, cracks, & leaks outside & seal gaps around roofing/attic opening to keep rodents and insects out 

□ Keep trash can covered with a lid and keep paint and tools stored safely in garage or storage room 

□ Keep small bodies of water from accumulating outside  

□ Keep products in original containers; never place anti-freeze, solvents in utensils normally used for food/drinks 

□ Install handrails on both sides of the stairs & attach non-slip rubber stair treads on stairs to reduce falls 

□ Maintain gutters, downspouts, and roof to prevent moisture from entering the home 

□ Be prepared for an emergency: have a first aid kit and 3 day supply of food  

□ Plan a fire escape route

SUBJECT: Change of Policy Regarding All Money Sent to Child Care 

 

EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY 
 

There has been a change in policy regarding where to send all payments for Monetary Penalties, Initial 

Application Fees, Renewal Fees, Regulation Books, etc.  Starting immediately, all payments of money, 

i.e., checks and money orders (do not send cash) are to be sent directly to the Child Care Licensure 

Division in Jackson, Mississippi. 

 

The Department recommends that providers place a note with the payment (check or money order) 

regarding why you are making the payment.  Also, contact your licensing official, by phone or email, and 

inform them of the reason for the payment and the amount that you are sending to the Child Care 

Licensure Division in Jackson.
