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Preface
Skilled Nursing Facilities
Overview

Two hundred licensed skilled nursing facilities, 13 intermediate
care facilities for the mentally retarded, 7 psychiatric residential
treatment facilities and 173 licensed personal care homes responded to
the 2004 survey. The data in this report is based upon the
information supplied by these respondents.

Five nursing facilities changed names during the reporting
period.

Three new nursing facilities were licensed during 2004.
Methodist Specialty Care Center was licensed February 9, 2004. It is
a 60 bed facility located in Flowood.

River Place Nursing Center, a 60 bed facility in Amory, was
licensed February 25, 2004.

Stone County Nursing & Rehab Center, a 60 bed facility, was
licensed April 16, 2004.

Northwest Mississippi Regional Medical Center’s extended care
facility closed.

Eighty-one counties are served by nursing homes. This coverage
represents 98.8% of all 82 Mississippi counties leaving 1.2% or 1
county, Issaquena County, without nursing home facilities of some

type.

Since 1981, personal care home data has been shown and discussed
separately to give a clearer picture of nursing care homes in
Mississippi-. Also, the classification of nursing homes was changed in
1981 making comparisons of data collected before and after 1981
difficult. Nursing home classifications changed again in 1989. Now



nursing homes are either licensed as skilled nursing facilities,
intermediate care facilities for the mentally retarded, or psychiatric
residential treatment facilities.

In order to more accurately reflect data for current and
subsequent years, Table 1 for years 1961-2001 is a separate table
found in Appendix B. There were 19,099 skilled nursing facility beds.
This figure represents an increase of 138 beds from the previous year.

The total patient census on December 31, 2004, was 16,893. This
represents a statewide skilled nursing facility occupancy rate of
88.2%.

The total number of patients served during the year, 30,247, was
an increase of 444 from 2003. New admissions to nursing homes
increased by 253 patients.

Ownership

Table 11 shows that 133 or 66.5% of the nursing homes had
proprietary ownership and accounted for 67.1% of all licensed nursing
home beds. [In contrast, nonprofit nursing homes accounted for 50 or
25% of all nursing homes and 22.9% of the licensed nursing home beds.
The remaining 17 or 8.5% of nursing homes were publicly owned and
leased with 10% of the licensed nursing home beds.

Employees

Table 111 shows that 20,567 people were employed in skilled
nursing facilities in Mississippi in 2004. Full-time employees were
16,462 or 80% of this number while 4,105 or 20% were part-time
employees. Nursing service employees including R.N.s, L.P_N.s, Aides,
and Orderlies accounted for 13,392 or 65.1% of the total number of
employees.

Beds

Table 1V lists the 200 skilled nursing facilities in alphabetical
order, showing that all but 128 of the 19,099 licensed nursing home
beds are set up and staffed. County of location is also shown.

Table V shows a state skilled nursing facility occupancy rate of
88.2%, and an average daily census of 16,866.94. Occupancy rates are
calculated on licensed beds, therefore occupancy rates calculated on
beds set up and staffed would be higher.

Tables VI gives a breakdown by county of the number of licensed
nursing home beds and the type of accommodation available by number of
beds set up and staffed. The county having the most skilled nursing
facility beds was Hinds, with 1,577 beds licensed and 1,575 set up and
staffed for use.

Table VIl shows that there were 19,099 licensed nursing care beds

in Mississippi, an increase of 138 beds over 2003. Semi-private rooms
accounted for 14,666 or 77.3% of the beds set up and staffed; private



rooms accounted for 2,875 or 15.2% and wards accounted for 1,430 or
7.5%.

Table VII1I1 shows that 105 or 52.5% of all nursing care facilities
had between 60 and 119 beds, 64 facilities or 32% had between 120-179
beds, 21 facilities or 10.5% had less than 60 beds, 9 or 4.5% had
between 180 and 239, and one facility had more than 240 beds.

Table IX shows the bed count groups by county.
Patient Characteristics

Table X shows that there were 30,247 patients served by the 200
nursing homes in Mississippi during 2004. There was an increase of
444 patients reported served in 2004 than 2003. There were 21,459
patients, age 75 years and older, accounting for 70.9% of all patients
served. Females comprised 20,463 or 68% of the patients served during
2004.

Beginning and ending patient census by sex are shown in Table XI.
On December 31, 2004 there were 16,893 patients in skilled nursing
facilities.

Total patient days are shown in Table X111 along with the
ambulation status of nursing home patients. During 2004 nursing homes
reported 6,169,105 patient days, a slight increase from 6,121,195
patient days reported in 2003. Approximately 43% skilled nursing
Ffacility patients were ambulant.

New Admissions

Table X111 indicates that 13,445 new patients were admitted in
2004, for an average of 67 new admissions per facility. New
admissions iIncreased by 253. Admissions from hospitals accounted for
10,109 or 75%; admissions from own or relatives home accounted for
1,925 or 14%; admissions from another nursing home accounted for 1,052
or 8% and the remaining 359 or 3% were admitted from other places.

Source of Payments

Table X1V reveals the fee sources for the 13,445 new admissions
in 2004. The combined 11,719 Medicare and Medicaid funded patients
were 87.2% of all fee sources. One thousand one hundred forty-two or
8.5%, of admissions were self-pay. VA sponsored admissions were 169
or 1.3% of fee sources. Other sources of pay accounted for 3.1
percent of the total.

Discharges and Deaths

Table XV shows that live discharges accounted for 70% of patients
discharged from nursing homes. The majority of these were to
hospitals 44.8%, or homes 40%. Approximately 13% were transferred to
another nursing facility, and the remaining 3.2% were discharged to
other locations.



Table XVI displays total patient days, total admissions and total
patients served by county for skilled nursing facilities.

Intermediate Care Facilities for the Mentally Retarded

ICF/MR licensed beds increased from 2,709 in 2003 to 2,724 in
2004 .

Clover Circle ICF/MR increased bed size from 182 to 197.

The total patient census on December 31, 2004, was 2,652. This
represents an ICF-MR occupancy rate of 97.1% and an average daily
census of 2,645.52.

The total number of patients served during the year, 2,946 was a
decrease of 38 from 2003.

Ownership

Table XVII1 shows that 6 or 46.2% of the ICF/MRs were publicly
owned and accounted for approximately 50% of all licensed ICF/MR beds.
Proprietary ownership accounted for 6 or 46% of the homes. The
remaining 415 beds were non-profit.

Employees

Employees at ICF/MRs are depicted in Table XIX. 1In 2004 4,858
people were employed at ICF/MR facilities. Approximately 96% of the
employees are full-time. Nursing service employees, including R.N.s,
L.P.N.s, Aides, and Orderlies, accounted for 2,983 or 61% of the total
number of employees.

Beds

Table XX lists the 13 ICF/MR homes in alphabetical order, showing
that all but 3 of the 2,724 licensed ICF/MR beds are set up and
staffed. County of location is also shown.

Licensed beds, occupancy rates and average daily census are shown
by county in Table XX1. Occupancy rates are calculated on licensed
beds, therefore occupancy rates calculated on beds set up and staffed
would be higher.

The state ICF/MR occupancy was 97.1% and the average daily census
was 2,645.5.

Table XXI1 gives a breakdown by county of the number of licensed
ICF/MR beds and the type of accommodation available by number of beds
set up and staffed. The county having the most ICF/MR beds was Jones,
with 712 beds licensed, followed by Lafayette County with 470 beds,
Rankin County with 415, Simpson with 323 beds, Harrison with 260,
Lincoln and Oktibbeha with 140 and Coahoma and Madison 132 each.

Table XXI111 shows that there were 2,724 licensed ICF/MR beds in
Mississippi. Semi-private rooms accounted for 1,666 or 61.2% of the

beds set up and staffed; wards accounted for 973 or 35.8%; and private
rooms accounted for 82 or 3%.

Table XXIV shows that 6 or 46.1% of all ICF/MR facilities had
between 120 and 179 beds, 4 facilities had more than 240 beds, 2 or
15.4% had between 180 and 239, and 1 had between 60-119 or 7.7%. A
county listing of licensed beds by type is depicted in Table XXV.

Patient Characteristics

Table XXVI shows that there were 2,946 patients served by the 13
ICF/MRs in Mississippi during 2004, for an average of 226 patients
served per facility. There was a slight decrease of patients reported
served in 2004 than 2003. Approximately 60% of ICF/MR patients were
under 45 years of age, 32% were aged 45 to 64, and 7.3% were aged 65
and older. Males made up 58.5% of the ICF/MR population.

Beginning and ending patient census by sex are shown in Table
XXVIl. On December 31, 2003, there were 2,651 patients in ICF/MRs,
and on December 31, 2004, there were 2,652 patients in ICF/MRs.

Total patient days by classification are shown in Table XXVIII
along with the ambulation status of ICF/MR patients. During 2004
ICF/MRs reported 968,455 patient days, a slight increase from 956,344
patient days reported in 2003. Approximately 79% ICF/MR patients were
ambulant.

New Admissions

Table XXIX indicates that 295 new patients were admitted in 2004,
for an average of 22 new admissions per facility. New admissions
decreased by 105. Admissions from home or relatives home accounted for
230 or 57.5% of all new admissions, 17 or 4.2% were admitted from
hospitals, 111 or 27.8% were admitted from other nursing homes. The
remaining 21 admissions, 10.5%, were admitted from other places.

Source of Payments

Table XXX reveals the fee sources for the 295 new admissions in
2004. Approximately 92% were Medicaid admissions. The remaining 5.8%
came from Medicare, patients and/or relatives and other sources.

Discharges and Deaths

Live discharges and deaths increased slightly from 2003"s
statistics. Total number of live discharges and deaths shown in Table
XXX1. ICF/MR live discharges accounted for 83.7%. The majority of
live discharges, 61.4%, were to homes, 3.7% were discharged to
hospitals, 27.6% were transferred to another nursing home, and 7.3%
were discharged to other places.

Table XXXI1 displays total patient days, total admissions and
total patients served by county for ICF/MRs.



Psychiatric Residential Treatment Facilities

Two facilities opened during 2004, The Crossings in Lauderdale
County and Specialized Treatment Facility in Gulfport.

Total patient census on December 31, 2004 was 247. This
represents an increase over 2003.

Ownership

Table XXXIV shows that 48% of the 310 beds were proprietary, 28%
were public and 24% were nonprofit.

Employees

Employees at psychiatric residential treatment facilities are
depicted in Table XXXV. [In 2004 743 people were employed, of which
75% were full-time. Nursing service employees including R.N.s,
L.P_.N.s, Aides and Orderlies accounted for 456 or 61% of the total
number of employees.

Beds

Table XXXVI shows that all 310 licensed beds are set up and
staffed.

Licensed beds, occupancy rates and average daily census are shown
by county in Table XXXVII. The state psychiatric residential
treatment facility occupancy rate was 67.7% and average daily census
was 214.9.

Table XXXVII1 gives a breakdown by county of the number of
licensed psychiatric residential treatment facility beds and the type
of accommodation available by number of beds set up and staffed.

Table XXXIX shows that there were 310 licensed psychiatric
residential treatment facility beds iIn Mississippi. Semi-private
rooms accounted for 146 or 47.1% of the beds set up and staffed, wards
accounted for 122 or 39.3%, and 13.6% of the beds were private.

Patient Characteristics

Table XL shows that there were 729 patients served by the 7
facilities. All but 21 patients were under 18.

Beginning and ending patient census by sex are shown in Table
XLI. On December 31, 2003 there were 195 patients iIn psychiatric
residential treatment facilities and on December 31, 2004 there were
247 patients.

Total patient days are shown in Table XLI1 along with ambulation
status. There were 76,816 patient days reported in 2004 and all 247
patients were ambulant.



New Admissions

OFf the 534 new patients admitted during 2004, 50.8% were admitted
from home, 26.8% were admitted from hospitals, and the remaining 22.4%
were admitted from other places.

Source of Payments

Table XLIV reveals that 503, 94.2%, new admissions during 2004
were admitted under Medicaid. The remaining 5.8% were admitted by
relatives and other sources.
Discharges and Deaths

OFf the 431 discharges, 67.7% returned home, 18.1% transferred to
other places, and the remaining 14.2% were discharged to hospitals.

Table XLVI displays total patient days, total admissions and
total patients served by county.

Personal Care Homes
One hundred seventy-three personal care homes responded to the

survey, which represents a decrease of 7 over those responding in
2003.
