Mr. Wright informed the group on patient registry accomplishments
for 2025:
e Standardization of the trauma forms to improve data collection
e Completed MS extension
e Integration of EMS records
e Creation and Implementation of Mortality form-Dr. Donald
reminded the group all facilities should be using the Mortality
forms.
e Created and Implemented TBI/SCI form

Presented data to the group. 7/1/2025-9/30/2025
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o 78 Facilities reporting for the quarter.

e 6,155 incidents-this number includes patients who were
transferred. Each facility has an incident for that patient.

e 119 deaths-Will allow for identification of needs for injury
prevention. Mr. Wright informed the group MSDH is working
on pilot project with DPS, MDOT, MSU and USDOT looking
at EMS data, our trauma registry data as well as the E crash data
and where incidents occur in the patient's outcomes. The goal is
to identify areas that have high mortality and morbidity
incidents and see what DPS and MDOT can do to help reduce
the number of incidents that occur in those areas. Research is
being done in the Hattiesburg area.

e Blunt injury is leading Cause of Injury

o EMS ground is leading mode of arrival

o Reviewed total number of incidents by injury county on
map. Also added population of the county as well as
incidents by home county.

Request for EMS Data validation was completed. When the
element for “gender” was updated, this caused records to fail in
uploading. It has been resolved and more records are coming in.

1. Clinical Effectiveness | CEC met and had discussions regarding Level 3°s and 4’s and
Committee (CEC) initial operative management, direct peritoneal

resuscitation, controlled bleeding, leaving abdominal
incisions open as well as education. Also discussed the
Brain Injury Guidelines (BIG) to determine those patient’s
who may not need to transfer and can be managed at the
lower facility. A more detailed quote from the smaller
facilities is needed to identify volume for the centralized
image repository. This system would make it easier for the
receiving facility to see images and possibly decrease
transfers as well as the need for repeating images.

Discussion: Group discussed suggestions for money usage to include
Centralized Imaging Repository; rapid infuser; ultrasound for bedside
FAST exams; video laryngoscopy; and possibly having blood
available pre-Hospital.
