e The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention released a Health Advisory regarding
Disruptions in Availability of Peritoneal Dialysis and Intravenous Solutions from Baxter
International Facility in North Carolina on October 12, 2024 following Hurricane Helene.

e Mississippi healthcare facilities (hospitals, ambulatory surgery centers, dialysis facilities,
etc.) that utilize these types of fluids may already be experiencing shortages or disruptions to
their regular supplies from Baxter or other distributors in the affected areas.

e Mississippi healthcare providers and facilities are asked to conserve these products
where feasible until these supply disruptions improve.

ADV=Health Advisory, UPD=Health Update,
MSG/INFO=Message/Info Service).

Program (HAN) Type: Categories of Health Alert Messages.

Health Alert: Conveys the highest level of importance; warrants immediate
action or attention.

Health Advisory: Provides important information for a specific incident or situation;
may not require immediate action.

Health Update: Provides updated information regarding an incident or situation;
unlikely to require immediate action.

Health Info Service: Provides Message / Notification of general public health

information; unlikely to require immediate action.

Test: Communication or alert is related to a technical, system test and should be
disregarded
Message Type: Alert: Indicates an original Alert

Extreme: Extraordinary threat to life or

Acknowledgement: Indicates whether an acknowledgement on the part of the recipient is required to confirm that
the alert was received, and the timeframe in which a response is required (Yes or No).
